These persons had previously-
lived elsewhere and did not file a change of residence form with the-

18, The Elections were conducted in accordance with the provis-
ions of the Representation of the People Act, 1971, Several meetings
were held with the Returning Officers and Election Clerks to discuss
procedures and to make absolutely certain that the laws relating to the
conduct of election were understood by all, Each Returning Officer
held meetings with the Presiding Officers, Poll Clerks and Counting
Assistants appointed to serve under him. In addition a booklet 'Notes
for the Guidance of Election Officers’ was prepared by the Supervisor
of Elections for distribution to all election officerss: I consider
that the election officers performed their duties extremely well tak-
ing into consideration that the system was new and some were serving
for the first time at an election. '
